
[bookmark: _GoBack]NEW ORDINANCE CREATING THE CITY OF RAVENSWOOD WATER BOARD 

WHEREAS, the Common Council recognizes the need to create a Water Board for the efficient administration of its water collection and distribution system; and

	WHEREAS, W. Va. Code §8-19-1 et seq. authorizes the City to create said Board for the purpose of acquisition, construction, improvements, equipment, custody, administration, operation and maintenance of all waterworks for the collection, treatment and distribution of water within the City and in such other areas as may be within the jurisdiction of the Water Board which shall be acquired, constructed, operated or maintained by the Water Board, and employment of all engineers, architects, inspectors, superintendents, managers, collectors, attorneys, and other employees in the judgment of the Board necessary to the execution of its powers and duties, and the collection of all revenues from the works acquired, constructed, operated or maintained by it, shall be under the control and supervision of the Board; and
	
	NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RAVENSWOOD, THAT TITLE 2, ARTICLE 16 OF THE CITY OF  RAVENSWOOD MUNICIPAL CODE SHALL BE REPEALED, AMENDED, AND REENACTED TO INCLUDE A NEW SECTION 70, TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

2.16.070 Water Board

A.  There is hereby created a Water Board which shall be charged with the acquisition, custody, supervision, control, administration, construction, operation and maintenance of a waterworks system and related works and shall be in charge of the collection of all revenues therefrom for the services to be rendered by said functions conferred upon like boards by Chapter 8, Article 19, of the West Virginia Code as amended, and shall be known as the City of Ravenswood Water Board.

B. [bookmark: JD_140.02]The Board shall consist of five members one of which shall be the Mayor, two members shall serve for a term of two years and two members shall serve for a term of three years and all vacancies shall be filled by appointment for the unexpired term and appointment of successors shall be made by Common Council. (Ord. Passed 11-15-23)

C. The Board shall hold not less than one regular meeting a month.  Regular meetings of the Board shall be the first Thursday of each month. (Ord. Passed 11-15-23)

D. The Mayor shall act as Chairman of the Water Board, and upon organization of said Board they shall meet and elect a vice chairman and also designate a secretary and treasurer, who may be separate persons or one in the same, and Council hereby reserves the right and privilege from time to time, by ordinance to fix the compensation of the members of said Board and the secretary and treasurer thereof, and also to require and fix the amount of bond which any or all of said officials may be required to furnish.

E. All compensation and all expense, incurred by the Water Board, its officers and employees, shall be paid solely from funds authorized to be collected and received by the Board as provided by Chapter 8, Articles 13 and 19 of the West Virginia Code, as amended.

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F. The acquisition, construction, improvements, equipment, custody, administration, operation and maintenance of all waterworks for the collection, treatment and distribution of water within the Town and in such other areas as may be within the jurisdiction of the Water Board which shall be acquired, constructed, operated or maintained by the Water Board, and employment of all engineers, architects, inspectors, superintendents, managers, collectors, attorneys, and other employees in the judgment of the Board necessary to the execution of its powers and duties, and the collection of all revenues from the works acquired, constructed, operated or maintained by it, shall be under the control and supervision of the Board.  The Water Board shall have the power to take all steps and proceedings and to make and enter any and all contracts and agreements necessary and incidental to the performance of its duties and the execution of its powers in regard to the construction, maintenance and operation of a waterworks facility. (Ord. Passed 11-15-23)

G. In addition to the authority and powers enumerated herein, the Water Board shall be vested with all other powers and authorities provided for such boards by Chapter 8, Article 19 of the West Virginia Code, as amended.  (Ord. Passed 11-15-23)


The foregoing Ordinance was introduced and read at the regular meeting of the Common Council on October 17, 2023.  On November 15, 2023, after the second reading of said Ordinance, Recorder Bloxton moved for the adoption of said Ordinance and authorization for the Honorable Josh Miller, Mayor of the City of Ravenswood, to sign said Ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Scritchfield.  After discussion, the Common Council of the City of Ravenswood adopted the foregoing Ordinance and authorization with all present voting for the Ordinance and authorization and none against.
